*All dancers must be fully potty trained in order to participate in any Lokahi Dance activities*

TUITION

Season Classes (School Term)

e 2022-2023 Season Classes run September 19 - May 28.

e Tuition for the Season can be paid in full or will be divided into equal monthly installments.

e First installment is due upon enrollment and covers the billing period September 19 -
October 31.

e Lokahi Dance requires you to keep an updated card on file in your online account. Billing is
set up to withdraw automatic monthly payments from the credit card or debit card attached
to your account. Tuition will be automatically withdrawn on the 1st day of each month starting
November 1st. If payment is declined, we will attempt to process payment each day
afterward.

e A $15 late fee will apply to any unpaid balances on the 7th of the month. Please keep your
account information up to date to avoid late fees! Late fees are non-refundable.

e Tuition will not be prorated for missed classes. Tuition is non-refundable.

¢ Tuition installments are the same price every month regardless of holidays, weather, or
closures.

o Annual Registration Fee of $30 will apply to each Family upon enroliment.

e Tuition for 45min. classes: $60 monthly installment or $480 paid in full
Tuition for 60min. classes: $70 monthly installment or $560 paid in full

Recreational Classes (Short 6-week Sessions)

e Tuition for Recreational Classes must be paid in full for the session and is due upon
enrollment (Please see the recreational class schedule for pricing and dates).

¢ No registration fee for Recreational Classes.

¢ Recreational Classes do not participate in Recital but will have a last day showcase.

e Tuition is non-refundable, no exceptions.

¢ 10% Sibling or Multi-Class Discount automatically applies when enrolling in more than one
class. Siblings must be on the same account for the discount to apply.

Winter Showcase Week: December 12 - 18 at Lokahi Dance Studio

e All Season students perform in an informal showcase the last week of classes before Winter
Break! Families are invited to come watch what their dancers have be practicing this
Semester! Classes will start at their usual times.

Picture Day: Saturday, April 29 at Lokahi Dance Studio (Times TBA)
e Recital Participating students will wear their costumes for Picture Day!

Recital: Saturday, June 3 at The Kroc Center Theater (Time TBA)

¢ Recital fee is due November 1, 2022

e Recital fee: $100 for 1 student in 1 class. 10% discount for each additional student.

e Recital fee includes: 1 hand steamed - recital ready costume, digital show recording, digital
program, and an award for completing the season.

e Tickets will be available for purchase in the Spring

e Recital Fees are non-refundable

e Acro 3 does NOT participate in Recital.

CLOSURES / MISSED CLASS / CANCELLATION

e The studio will be closed on the holidays listed above.

¢ We reserve the right to cancel class due to inclement weather or mandatory evacuations. If
classes are cancelled, you will be notified by email. No refunds or credits will be issued.

e In the event mandatory statewide or county closures occur, Lokahi Dance may transition in-
person classes to virtual classes and tuition will be due as usual. No refunds or credits will be
issued.

e We reserve the right to cancel class due to low enroliment. A minimum of 5 students are
required to hold a class.

¢ In the event a teacher is sick, a substitute teacher will be provided OR a make-up class will be
scheduled.

¢ In the event a student is sick, a make-up class can be taken in any class of the same age/level
within the same month of missed class. Please contact us to schedule your make-up class.

e No refunds or credits will be issued for missed classes.

¢ We require a 2-week written withdrawal notice to to cancel your enrollment. Please
email us (info@lokahidance.com) 2-weeks prior to the next billing cycle to avoid tuition
charges. Tuition is not refundable.

o |f we are unable to process your tuition and there is no contact for 15 days, your enrollment
will be dropped.
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CLASS INFORMATION AND ETIQUETTE

¢ Please arrive 5 minutes prior to class time. You are responsible for your children before and
after class time.

¢ We prefer students to be dropped off to eliminate classroom distractions.

¢ A parent may stay in the lobby as long as they observe guietly.

¢ Please do not bring guests in to watch class. We will have a showcase week where students
can invite family members to come watch.

e Students who arrive late to class are asked to wait at the entrance of the dance floor until the
teacher signals it is safe to enter class.

e Please have your child try to use the restroom BEFORE class.

e Students must remain in the lobby or student lounge until the instructor begins class.

e Absolutely NO running or horseplay anywhere inside the building.

e Keep your child home if they have a fever or show signs of illness.

e Please no food or chewing gum in the studio.

¢ We encourage students to bring a reusable water bottle to class!

DRESS CODE

e Dance shoes only on studio floor. Refrain from wearing dance shoes outside of the studio.
¢ Please remove hanging jewelry before entering the studio floor.

e Hair must be styled back away from face.
